Distribution of Money

The scholarship funds will be paid directly to the school on behalf of the recipient. The
scholarship award will be awarded in full for the fall academic semester of 2017 — 2018. The
recipient must provide BLM? Scholarship Foundation official written documentation of full time
enroliment status before any scholarship will be paid.

Deadlines

is July 3", 2018. Winners will be announced July 10", 2018 via our Facebook page.

Important Notice: BLM? Scholarship Foundation funds are intended to assist students
with the cost of tuition, books, and fees. No funds can be used for housing or any other
incurred expenses. Funds must be used during the regular school year. Books must be
purchased from a learning institution campus bookstore and directly billed through that
institution’s bursar’s office. If tuition is paid in full by any other scholarship, grant or other
financial aid the BLM Squared scholarship cannot be used to reduce other funding.
